CURATOR’S  CORNER 
        2010 has been a very good year for the Logan County Historical Society. The year began 

with quite a bit of apprehension as we began our levy campaign. The state of the economy 

had many of us worried that the levy may not pass, but through the hard work of the levy 

committee, the board of trustees, and the many people who put signs in their yards and 

supported LCHS in other ways, the levy passed! We cannot thank the voters of Logan 

County enough for their continued support of the levy. We will do our best to continue to 

earn the public’s support by having the best possible museum we can and by being an 

integral part of the Logan County community. 

        The year also saw the museum have its biggest one-day event ever with the Salute to 

Veterans Open House on April 25th.  Approximately 700 people came to the open house. 

The comments we heard that day (and the following days and weeks) were very positive. It 

was an event I will remember for a long, long time. The exhibit on the War on Terrorism was 

the most emotional exhibit I have done. I would like to once again thank the families of the 

three local men killed in the War on Terrorism – Jeremy Hodge, David Spicer and Dennis 

Hansen – for allowing the museum to share their sons’ stories. If you have not seen the War 

on Terror exhibit yet, or the other Salute to Veterans exhibits, I strongly encourage you to 

visit the museum soon.  Many of the exhibits will be coming down early in 2011 as we prepare 

for new exhibits.  

        Late August brought the exciting news that we received a $2.4 million grant from the 

Ohio Department of Transportation’s Enhancement Program for our Logan County 

Transportation Museum addition. This grant is a remarkable coup for the LCHS and I 

believe for Logan County as a whole. The addition will allow us to better tell the important 

role Logan County has played and continues to play in the country’s transportation history. 

The addition will also become the new (and larger) home of the Logan Genealogical Society 

and the Logan County Museum’s Archives. This will allow LCGS and LCHS to better serve 

those who use their facilities for research. 

         We would never have been successful in getting this grant without the hard work, 

dedication and leadership that LCHS President Karen Beasley put into this project. In 

addition to Karen, I want to thank the Steering Committee members who never gave up 

hope that we would be successful in getting the grant – David Wagner, Ted Kneisley, Patty 

Furrow, Bonnie Hansen and Doug Chamberlain. I also want to thank those companies and 

individuals who donated money toward our share of the grant, including Honda of America 

Mfg/Honda Transmissions Mfg., TRC, and Duff Quarry. I truly believe one reason we were 

successful with the grant is due to the support of Honda of America Mfg and these other 

prominent companies. 

        2010 was indeed a great year for the Logan County Historical Society and Museum. We 

will work hard to make 2011 another successful year and to continue to fulfill our mission of 

collecting, preserving and promoting Logan County History. Before I end this article I want 

to thank Karen Beasley for three wonderful years as president.
